Amongst
them is the longest toboggan run in the Alps.

After skiing, spend your time wandering through town shopping or people watching in one of Grindelwald’s
cozy pubs and cafes. Dancing more your thing? You don’t have to go far to party in Grindelwald—if you still
have the energy left!

The cozy 3 star Hotel Central Wolter is conveniently located in Grindelwald, just one minute's walk from the
train station and from all bus services to the Jungfrau, Ménnlichen and First region. Enjoy regional and
international cuisine in the hotel Wolter's restaurant with its heated outdoor terrace, which is an inviting place
also on colder days.
