LODGING OPTIONS: 

1. Cottages:  The TWO cottages reserved have two bedrooms (all split king beds), a living room, kitchen, 
and are located within walking distance of the Stateside Hotel and the slopes, with shuttle buses every 
few minutes.

2. Stateside Hotel:  2 Queens, or 1 King & a sleeper sofa per room.
